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The architect has designed this building with great
care and affection. He has interpreted the functional
requirements in ways that are both poetic and highly
intelligent,and he has assembled the building with
great technical skill and inventiveness.

The design has a ‘light’, ‘joyful’ and ‘playful’
character—which is appropriate for a nursery—but the
architect has treated the children with respect, and has
surrounded them with an elegant and sophisticated
architecture which can stimulate the senses and minds
of the children and the adult staff.

This is a small building, which appears to be very
simple. But, it is , in fact, extremely rich and complex
in concept. Very cleverly, the small-scale structural grid
and the high ‘floating’ roof overlap children scale and
adult scale, and individual space and communal space,
and the transparency of the building unites its
activities with the life of the surrounding community
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
